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Fukui, Japan

If the past few months ate any indication, tourism in Japan could surpass pre-pandemic levels in 2024. To escape the
urban sprawl and see one of the most spiritual parts of the country, go to Fukui. Naomi Mano, president and chief
executive of the Tokyo-based travel company Luxurique, says the city is a destination for temples, onsens (hot spring
baths), art and food (specifically Echizen crab). With a new bullet train line set to open in March, travelers can get to
Fukui from Tokyo in about three hours.

Don’t miss: Mano sends visitors to Eiheiji Temple, one of the most important sites for Zen Buddhists. “It’s the
temple where all of the Zen monks go to train to become higher monks,” she said. Eiheiji Temple is an important site
for Zen Buddhists monks in training.
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
